òAs I alluded earlier, one of the side effects of my treatments 

is agitation. How do I deal with this problem? It helps to stay active and 

productive. Physical activity is important. I still exercise daily. Personal 

ministry also gives an emotional boost. If I can pray with someone in need 

my own peace is reinforced.  

Possibly the best thi ng I can do when I am feeling upset is give 

thanks. I discovered this principle years ago. I had made a new commitment 

to spend extended time in prayer. But I awoke one morning several days into 

that discipline unable to focus . I had to force myself to pra y and was 

not able to manage more than a few minutes at a time.  I donõt remember 

now what prompted me to start giving thanks, but that was the solution. I 

started down my prayer lists thanking God for everything and everyone I 

was to pray for . All that day  I thanked God for the people I saw and 

the needs I encountered. That proved to be a powerful heart -lifter. Every 

few months since then I have set aside a day to simply give thanks.  

 Several things were disturbing me this morning, so I began thanking 

God. And I found I could even thank God for the perspective of life and 

death that He has allowed me to have. All of us live one heartbeat away 

from eternity,  but all of us do not have  the pressing reminder that my 

cancer has given me.
